Jim Jensen in the author of Project: “Sentinel”. This was his first Fiction novel and he had some 
problems with the writing making this book the hardest one he ever wrote. He says he guessed 
there really is no short cut to being a good writer. He learned that you have to educate yourself. 
Since this is his first book, it was also his easiest to write as well. Jim says the story just “spilled 
out”. It took him 2 weeks to finish and 4 months to polish to make it print worthy. 
 
What inspired Jim? He says he’s always wanted to write a novel. He wrote a business manual but 
he claims that he can’t say that a business manual was really the same as a novel. 
 
What has motivated Jim? He really liked the idea of seeing his name on the cover of his book. 
Considering that it has taken so many writers a long time to become published, he was amazed 
that his book was accepted by the first publisher he submitted his story to. 
 
Jim will be having his second book released soon! It is called Run from Ramadi. An excerpt 
from this book has been added to his website so be sure to check it out!

On Writing: Blogging 
This is one of those things that depends on the writer. Not all writers will agree that blogging is beneficial 
to a writer’s career. Some even say it’s a waste of creative energy. Others say it’s a good way to practice 
our writing. I’m one of those writers. In my opinion, it’s a good way to say what’s on my mind, sharing 
my opinion with others plus I get to keep my mind fresh. A healthy mind is an active one. 
 
Not all blogs are created equal.  Some do have more traffic than others. Some only talk about writing. 
Some never discuss writing. Each blog depends on the writer creating it. And many have a variety of writ-
ers working together which means it will have different flavors depending on which author is posting a 
new topic. Some writers treat their blog as their website, updating it often, maybe even substituting it for 
their website.  
 
There really is no wrong way to keep a blog going. You can writing something once a day, once a week, 
or once a month; whenever you want. Topics are endless from important issues, topics worth debating, 
and information regarding your own books. You can keep your subjects in the same area as in your books 
or you can stray all the way to the opposite. Your mind controls it all. 
 
If you can’t get out there and do book signings/readings, you can do another kind of tour from the safe 
limits of your own home by blogging through other writers’ blogs. Of course, you would need permission 
from those writers. All you have to do is ask. Send out emails to these writers, telling them who you are, 
what you write, and what you’re hoping to accomplish with your “interview blog”. Also include questions 
and answers as if you interviewed yourself. And don’t forget to include a picture of yourself and your 
books. If you get writers to agree, put dates when you will be seen on those blogs and the URL of those 
blogs all on your website so people may find you when you have your appearance. Things like this give 
you exposure. And it always helps when you give the same courtesy to these writers when the table turns 
as well. 
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Yep, its that time of year again. Just when we started to enjoy the summer it comes to an 
end. I know that sucks lol. I remember when I was still in school. Its so hard to get back 
into the sleeping pattern and getting used to being up at 6 in the morning.
